Sidebars describe stunts such as coach George 
Allen pursuing wrestler Andre The Giant for the Redskins back in 1975, and the inside 
story of quarterback Joe Theismann’s career-ending leg injury. 
 
Richman writes enthusiastically about his favorite team and provides a treasure trove of 
anecdotes, trivia, quotes, and stats. The Redskins Encyclopedia features 120 player and 
coach bios, including portraits of legends, as well as honors, statistics, and all-time 
Redskin Bests. This is a must-have book for any fan.
